1 Chile's small Communist party has officially announced its support for socialist Michelle Bachelet's candidacy to regain the presidency. 
 2 Guillermo Teillier, the party leader, announced the pact after meeting Bachelet, who was Chile's president from 2006 to 2010 and is now the frontrunner for the 17 November vote. 3 Communists and other leftists were considered enemies of the state during Chile's 1973-90 military dictatorship under General Augusto Pinochet, when thousands of people were killed or "disappeared" for their politics.  4 Since Chile's return to democracy in 1990 the Communist party has remained in opposition and has allied with other leftist groups rather than join Bachelet's coalition.  5 Bachelet had been looking for the backing of the Communists by echoing their demands for education and constitutional revisions, in the face of mounting protests demanding a wider distribution of Chile's copper wealth, the protection of the environment and free schooling.

1 Santiago –  Former Chilean President Michelle Bachelet announced her candidacy in November presidential elections on Wednesday, saying she would use a second term in office to address the country's enormous income inequality.  2  Bachelet, 62, returned to Chile following a two-year stint heading the U.N. women's agency in New York.  3 She is widely seen as the center-left opposition's only hope of winning the Nov. 17 vote.  4  Bachelet, who governed Chile from 2006-2010 before ceding office to conservative President Sebastian Pinera, said that during her first term "there were things we didn't do well and some things remain to be done."  5 She said that her goal would be ending the inequality that plagues Chile, which has one of the world's largest gaps between rich and poor despite its economic successes.  6 Chile "is a country tired of abuse of power and Chileans are tired of not being taken into account," she said. "The enormous inequality in Chile is the center of this rage."  7  "I am not going to offer a program prepared between four walls ... I am going to cross the country to listen to people, to hear their proposals," she said.
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
