Book Report Project

Ms. Karen Nelson’s Class


The Oral Book Report is your final oral evaluation for this course. It will be presented on the last day of class for this level. You need to present your choice of book for approval on the 2nd day of classes. 

Below you will find important information regarding the criteria for evaluation and the information that should be included in the presentation.
You will be graded based on the following criteria:
· Fluency – Do you speak with a natural flow?
· Structure (grammar) – Do you use grammatical structures correctly? Do you use more complex grammatical structures?
· Vocabulary – Is the vocabulary precise? Do you use the correct form of a word?
· Pronunciation – Does your pronunciation interfere with communication?
· Content – Is the content presented supported by details? Do you stay on task or include information that is not relevant to your topic?
· Organization – Is your presentation organized in a way that helps the audience understand your topic more clearly? Do you have a clear beginning, middle, and ending?
· Time Management – Do you present the relevant information in the allotted time?
Book Selection: You need to choose a book that has been written by an English-speaking author. It has to be from 150 to 300 pages. You may choose any genre, but not technical books or topics related to your current job. Books for children or teenagers are not acceptable.
The Oral Book Report must be presented in a power point presentation; and it has to include the following information:

· Introduction: Introduce yourself and the reason why you chose the book.

· Author: Include a brief biography of the author. It may include other famous works by the author, as well as important events in his/her life that you think could be of interest to the class.

· Plot Summary: the plot summary must include:
· For fictional works, such as novels.
· Analysis and brief summaries of main characters

· Protagonist and antagonist

· Conflicts

· Climax

· Setting

· Theme(s) (If any)
· For non-fictional works, such as biographies, self-help books, etc.
· Summary of the book. What are the main points?
· Biography: You should include information about the childhood, job, career, talents, interests, accomplishments, and/or awards.
· The most interesting thing that you learned from the book.

· Opinion: You must explain if you liked the book or not and why; and if you would recommend the book to others.

· You cannot miss this presentation. FAILURE TO PRESENT YOUR BOOK REPORT COULD RESULT IN A FAILING FINAL GRADE. If you have a conflict with the presentation date, please make arrangements with me as soon as possible.
