Conditionals.
IF 
If you heat water to 100 degrees Celsius, it boils.
if you heat ice, it melts.
EVEN IF
Even if emphasizes that something will happen, would happen or would have happened whatever the condition:
Even if we leave right now, we still won't catch the train.

I wouldn't go into the water even if I could swim.
Even if we had booked our flight earlier, it wouldn't have been cheaper.
ONLY IF
Only if makes the condition more restrictive:
· Acetaminophen is dangerous to children only if dosage is too high.
If the if-clause is first, the subject and the auxiliary in the main clause are inverted:
Only if you like classical music is it worth coming tonight.
AS LONG AS, PROVIDING (THAT)
As long as and providing/ (that) can be used instead of if to express a condition.  ( Note that providing (that) is a bit formal:
You can stay here as long as you keep quiet.
You can go to the party as long as you come back before midnight.
Providing (that) the bills are paid, tenants will not be evicted.
Providing (that)you’re faithful, I’ll stay with you.
UNLESS
Unless is followed by an affirmative verb to express "if ... not":
My leg's broken. I can't stand up unless you help me. (I can't stand up if you don't help me.)
Unless you stop smoking, you’ll be seriously ill.
I won’t be able to do it unless you help me.
Unless you stop making that noise, I’ll call the police.

IT’S A PITY + PAST SIMPLE
IT’S A PITY WE LEFT THE PARTY EARLY.
IT’S A PITY JOSE DIDN’T BRING “EMPANADAS”.

REGRET + V-ING
I REGRET NOT BEING ABLE TO GO TO THE CONCERT.
SHE REGRETS EATING THAT MUCH.
MY BIGGEST REGRET IS THAT + CLAUSE IN THE PAST
