To + verb 
Panchito is looking for a part time job to save some money.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Panchito wakes up early in order to be on time.

To answer “what is this thing (used) for?”
For + noun   
 I stopped there for a photo.
I went there for some fresh air.
For + v-ing   (purpose or function of an object)   
This brush is for cleaning your teeth. 

So that + subject + (modal)+ verb  (generally we  use modal verbs)
Panchito decided to move to US so that he could practice his English.
Pancracia got a visa so that she  might be with Panchito.
She’ll send a message so that her mom doesn’t worry about her.
Anacleta hired a housekeeper so that you don’t have to clean.
  So as 
I went to the post office so as to buy some stamps.

Modal + have + past participle
They might have arrived home by now.
Her pet must have died because she looks so sad.
