COURSE DESCRIPTION
English FUNDAMENTALS A is a course that lasts 8 weeks. It is a basic language course designed for students who have not had formal training in the study of the foreign language. Its purpose is to provide the students the with basics of the English language - such as family vocabulary, expressions of daily usage, minimum grammatical structures, taking into account the different learning styles of the students.  Students will develop oral and written comprehension and expression and basic reading skills.
There will be an emphasis on the use of technology for the development of vocabulary, pronunciation and intonation through the use of the laboratory.

COURSE OBJECTIVES
The course is designed to enable you to acquire the basics of the English language - family vocabulary, expressions of everyday use, minimal grammatical structures - so that you can develop skills of expression and oral and written comprehension and reading at a basic level. Skills include: oral compression, oral production, interaction with others, reading and writing.
By the end of the course, you will be able to: 
· Listening: 
· Recognize familiar words and very simple expressions related to yourself, family and the environment in which you interact, provided you are spoken slowly and clearly.
· Speaking:
· Use expressions and simple sentences to describe yourself, where you live and the people you know. 
· Interact when spoken to and repeat words/expressions 
· Formulate and respond to simple questions on very familiar arguments.
· Reading;
· Understand short, simple texts, 
· Recognizing familiar names, words and basic expressions.   
· Read postcards with short, simple messages, advertisements, signs, catalogs.  
· Capture the idea of informational material, brief descriptions especially if they have the support of images. 
· Follow  short, simple directions


· Writing:
· Write simple expressions and sentences about yourself, about imaginary people, about the place where you live, and what they do.  
· Write short and simple compositions about family and other themes.

· Introduction to cultural competency:	
· Learn about some cultural aspects of the English-speaking countries and reflect on the differences between these cultures and their own.

· Games, tasks (task-based learning), 
· Dialogues, 
· Repeating to fix grammatical structures and concepts, etc.

An important component of the class will be the use of the laboratory where you can familiarize yourself with the pronunciation, intonation, and the English-speaking culture.
