	future I (will)
	event that cannot be influenced
[bookmark: _GoBack]Example:
It will be a sunny afternoon.
supposition about the future
Example:
Otherwise he will surely fall asleep.
promise
Example:
He promises that he will pay attention in the future.
spontaneous decision
Example:
But then the teacher thinks, “I will ask Jack.”

	future I (going to)
	someone has set plans for the future
Example:
Today he is going to play better.
something indicates that a certain action is about to take place
Example:
Fiona is going to answer the question.
She has already raised her hand.

	simple present
	a set or determined time plan (train schedule, class schedule, etc.)
Example:
The lesson finishes at half past two, so It lasts another 20 minutes.

	present progressive
	set plans/appointments that have been agreed upon for the near future
Example:
In the afternoon he is playing football with his friends.
