The coca leaf: a moral dilemma

What should happen when traditional ideas about right and wrong clash with more modern ones? This is a question some people are asking about the use of the coca leaf in some parts of South America. In the Andes mountains there are traditional communities that have been using the coca leaf for thousands of years.

Doubtless the coca leaf first became important to the people of the Andes because of the effects it has when it is chewed or sucked. (31) ……… Because of this it helps the local people work much harder and for longer. It also reduces hunger, sleepiness and the effects of high altitude in the mountains.

However, the leaf is not only something pleasant to chew. (32) ……… It is used in traditional medicine and in religious ceremonies where leaves are burnt or buried as an offering to the gods. There is also the belief that it can help some individuals predict the future or communicate with the spirits. 

The leaf is also used to help establish and strengthen relationships between members of the community. On many occasions it is important to give gifts to people, and often a quantity of coca leaves is the most appropriate gift. (33) ……… When the offer is accepted it shows they agree to the marriage. 

In traditional Andean societies the leaf was always used in its natural form or was simply boiled to make a herbal tea. It was the Europeans who used modern scientific methods to make powerful chemicals. (34) ……… Other chemicals from the leaf were used in some very popular soft drinks. However, it is the use of chemicals from the leaves to make dangerous drugs that makes it a controversial crop.

The problem for the people in the Andes is that because of its use in these drugs, some international organisations want to make it illegal both to grow and use the coca leaf. 
(35) ……… They argue that the coca leaf is essential to their identity and should not be banned.
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
