(CLICK ON) Whether its travel or the transportation of goods, the invention of wheels made it much easier than ever before.

3. Show up the invention image + name of it.

4. Include inventor’s name and year.

5. Describe the invention: function, purpose, and utility.

6. Talk about the impact of the invention in old age and today.

7. Do the invention affect humanity in positive or negative means?

8. Give your personal opinion and interest to talk about it.

9. Ask a question to your partners about the invention nature. Avoid (NO) using question of likes and dislikes. 

10. Be original and avoid plagiarism in oral and written information.

11. Check words pronunciation in Merriam Webster Dictionary.

12. Pay carefully attention to Simple Past regular verbs pronunciation. Simple Past verbs take a high score of your Oral Presentation evaluation.

13. The oral presentation must be developed in Simple Past tense.
