How should we think of nature? Is it a system in balance and in harmony with itself or is it a path leading from one disaster to the next? At the moment the two most important scientific theories about the subject give very different answers to this question. The first is called the Gaia hypothesis and the second is called the Medea hypothesis.
James Lovelock is the man responsible for the optimistic view of life on Earth: the Gaia theory. According to this view, species of plants and animals change the environment so that the conditions for life on Earth are preserved. (31) ……… Even if some species come and go, the system as a whole keeps working and life goes on. 
Although Lovelock is a scientist, he does not mind talking about life on Earth as if it had a personality of its own. He says we need a bigger picture with a metaphor to help us understand the natural system that we are a part of. (32) ……… The choice of this name for the theory creates an image of nature as a kind parent that looks after its children. 
Exactly the opposite metaphor was chosen by Peter Ward for his Medea theory. (33) ……… To argue for this view Ward points to a few facts. Firstly, more than 99.8% of all the species that have ever lived on Earth are now extinct. Secondly, there is the way the environment has swung from one extreme to another, killing huge numbers of species in the process. For instance, in the beginning the atmosphere was hot and full of carbon dioxide, but then the plants that developed consumed too much carbon dioxide and the Earth entered an ice age that was a catastrophe for most of the species on the planet. (34) ………
Interestingly, both Ward and Lovelock agree on one thing: humanity at the moment is heading for disaster. They agree that there are far too many people on the planet and we are destroying our atmosphere by burning too much coal, oil and gas. (35) ……… Both Ward and Lovelock agree that humanity will survive, but they are not so optimistic about our civilisation unless we wake up and drastically change what we are doing to the environment.
