RUBRIC – FINAL PROJECT

Description:
You will deliver a 10-minute in-class grant proposal. Imagine there's a funding committee willing to give you a substantial grant to develop a project or research of your own choice, but you have to make a persuasive presentation before signing off on the grant. Your job is to organize and design a viable project to present to the grant committee (me!) You're free to choose any topic of your liking and it can be linked to your area of expertise. Here are some questions you might ponder before starting:
	What kind of project is it? (Medical, artistic, engineering, social, etc.)
	What are your objectives and reasons for proposing this project?
	Is the project viable?
	What kind of resources will you need to develop it?
	What are the steps you will follow to reach a successful conclusion of your project?
Are there any limitations to your project's goals?
Basically, what will be tested here is your overall English fluency and command. An attempt to use rich, analytic, nuanced and professional English will be highly taken into consideration for your score. I recommend you to thoroughly ponder the vocabulary and grammar points seen in this and previous courses so they may be effectively used.
Your project will be evaluated as follows:

	Topic is adequately presented in class, and features a wealth of support
· Knowledge of content and completeness of the project proposal are worth 2 points each
