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Description: 
You will create a poster (medium sized, about half a cardboard) in which you raise awareness about an ecological issue of choice. In class, you’ve learnt to discuss humanity’s connection with nature, objective/sensationalistic news reports, the ocean and its importance to you, and the use of cartography; you will use the vocabulary and grammar seen in class to write out your poster.
	Your poster should be colorful and attractive, for it shall be exhibited at the English Academy bulletin board for all to see. Be sure to check your grammar and spelling before writing on your poster; neatness will be graded, so stains and blurs ought to be avoided.
	Here are some ideas for your poster. You can choose one of these or write about your own ideas concerning the environment:
Topic box
1. Does the environment deserve more/less/equal attention than the other issues of Honduras?
2. Honduran journalism: should there be any changes in style?
3. The economic/social impact of the ocean on your country
4. How to achieve an adequate, deeply-rooted connection to nature
