	object pronoun for people, especially in non-defining relative clauses 
	I was invited by the professor whom I met at the conference.
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Relative pronouns can be: Subject Pronoun or Object Pronoun
Who, which, that are used for subject and object pronouns. You can, however, distinguish them as follows:
If the relative pronoun is followed by a verb, the relative pronoun is a subject pronoun. Subject pronouns must always be used.
The apple which is lying on the table is his. =  (relative pronoun (which)+ verb) 
If the relative pronoun is not followed by a verb (but by a noun or pronoun), the relative pronoun is an object pronoun. Object pronouns can be dropped in defining relative clauses.
The apple (which) George put on the table…   (relative pronouns (which) + noun/pronoun)
Relative Clauses: 
1. Defining Relative Clauses  (which is essential)
Defining relative clauses give extra information which is essential ( the meaning of the main clause is unclear without it). Defining relative clauses are not put in commas.
A seaman is someone who/that works on a ship.
The boy (who/whom) we met yesterday is very nice.
2. Non-Defining Relative Clauses (it is not essential)
Non-defining relative clauses give extra information but it is not essential ( the meaning is clear without it). Non-defining relative clauses are put in commas.
Do you know that  girl,who is talking to Panchito?
Note: In non-defining relative clauses, who/which may not be replaced with that.
Jim,who/whom we met yesterday, is very nice.
How to Shorten Relative Clauses? 
Relative clauses with who, which, that as subject pronoun can be replaced with a participle. This makes the sentence shorter and easier to understand.
IF THE VERB IN THE RELATIVE CLAUSE IS IN THE ACTIVE WE USE THE PRESENT PARTICIPLE (V-ING)
The girl who sits next to Peter is my neighbor’s daughter.
The girl sitting next to Peter is my neighbor’s daughter.
Who is the girl who is sitting next to your brother?
Who is the girl sitting next to your brother?
A girl who works at a pub has won a lottery.
A girl working at a pub has won a lottery.
The lady who lives next door throws numerous parties.
The lady living next door throws numerous parties.

IF THE VERB IN THE RELATIVE CLAUSE IS IN THE PASSIVE (be + past participle) , WE USE THE PAST PARTICIPLE

Yesterday I read a book written by Hemingway.
Most people who were invited to the party didn’t turn up.
Most people invited to the party didn’t turn up.
