REPORTED SPEECH BACKSHIFT 
IN REPORTED SPEECH, WE USE BACKSHIFT SOMETIMES, BUT NOT ALWAYS.
· IF A SITUATION IS STILL TRUE, BACKSHIFT IS NOT USED
· FOR GENERAL TRUTHS, BACKSHIFT IS OPTIONAL ( THE EXPERSTS SAID……  THE SCIENTISTS REPORTED….
· SOMETIMES BACKSHIFT IS OPTIONAL BECAUSE IT DEPENDS ON WHAT THE SPEAKER WANTS TO SAY.   PANCHITO  SAID (THAT) HE LIVES IN A BIG HOUSE.  (STILL TRUE)
PANCHITO SAID HE LIVED IN A BIG HOUSE (STILL TRUE BUT THE SPEAKER IS MORE INTERESTED IN THE FACT THAT HE’S REPORTING SOMETHING SAID EARLIER)

· SAY + that +  clause (sentence)
SHE SAID THAT HER BOYFRIEND HAD LEFT HER.

· ASK, TELL, REMIND, INVITE+ OBJECT + (NOT) + INFINITIVE
SHE TOLD ME NOT TO WRITE THE LETTER.

· PROMISE, OFFER +  (NOT) INFINITIVE
SHE OFFERED TO CLEAN THE ROOM.

· PROMISE + THAT + CLAUSE (SENTENCE)
SHE PROMISED THAT SHE WOULDN’T DO IT AGAIN.

TO REPORT TOUGHTS: 
· REALIZE, THINK, KNOW + THAT + SUBJECT + VERB
SHE KNEW THAT SHE HAD LEFT HER WALLET AT HOME.

· WONDER + IF/WHETHER

In reported questions the word order is the same as in statements. When

the reporting verb is in the past (asked, wondered, wanted to know, etc.),
the tense in reported questions normally ‘moves back’.

In reported questions, we do not use the auxiliary verb do, does or did
