2. be + going to  ( gonna)
Use :     - plan or future intention.  
· Predictions based on strong evidence.
· Give commands  (parent to a child) ex. You’re going to pick up all those toys right now. This room is a mess.
Look out! He’s going to break that glass. (prediction)
We’re going to have class tomorrow.
She’s not going to  have a presentation.
Are you going to the party?
3. be (just)+ about to
Use: an event in the immediate future.
Samantha is (just) about to leave.
The match is about to start.
It’s about to rain, let’s hurry.
4. Present Continuous    ( be + v-ing)
Use. A plan that you have decided and organized with another person. (future arrangement)
We’re meeting my boss in a couple of minutes.
They’re flying to NY next month.
I´m going to travel to Roatan next month.
I’m traveling to Roatan next month.
5. Simple present
Use: a scheduled future event  (timetable)
A: What time does the movie start tonight?
B: It starts at 9pm.

6. Future continuous  (ongoing action in the future)
Structure :  will + be + v-ing
Use: something will occur in the future and continue for an expected length
 Of time. 
At 11 o’clock, I’ll be sleeping.
Don’t send homework at 10pm, I´ll be sleeping.  
This time tomorrow, we’ll be sitting in front of our computers.
This time tomorrow, I’ll be having a party.
Panchito will be running a marathon this Saturday.
7. Future Perfect (finished action in the furute)
Structure: will + have + past participle.
Use: to talk about an action which will be finished by a particular time in the future. 
We often use by(not later than a particular time) or in
In 5 years time, I’ll have gotten married.
By the year 2030, I’ll have paid my house.
I´ll have finished this report in an hour.

In 3 years time, I’ll have recorded my cd.
