She’s not going to have a presentation.
Are you going to the party?

3. Present Continuous    ( be + v-ing)
Use. A plan that you have decided and organized with another person. (future arrangement)
We’re meeting my boss in a couple of minutes.
They’re flying to NY next month.
I´m going to travel to Roatan next month. (
I’m traveling to Roatan next month.
