GRAMMAR : VERBS FOLLOWED BY INFINITIVES OR GERUNDS. 

NOTE: 
*VERBS FOR LIKES AND DISLIKES (eg, like, love, enjoy, hate, can’t stand, look forward to) are often followed by –ing.
She enjoys swimming in the sea. 

*Verbs expressing hopes, intentions, and decisions (eg. Decide, hope, intend, plan, prepare, want) are often followed by infinitive.
Panchito hopes not to travel on holidays.

· Verb + someone + infinitive 
Common verbs: allow, ask, expect, force, help, invite, like, need, remind, teach, tell, want, would like, encourage.
Examples: THEY HELPED THEIR NEIGHBORS TO FIX HIS CAR.
                    SHE ASKED ME TO GIVE HER SOME ADVICE.
                   WE NEED SOMEONE TO HELP US.
                    SHE ADVISED ME NOT TO SELL MY HOUSE.
                    MY PARENTS ENCOURAGE ME NOT TO BE SELFISH.

· Verb + object + base form   (perception)
Common verbs: feel, hear, notice, see, watch.
SHE FEELS THE RAIN FALL ON HER FACE.
HE WATCHED THE THIEVES STEAL A CAR.
PACO NOTICED THE BOY CLIMB THE TREE.
I HEAR PANCHITO SING A SONG EVERY MORNING.
· After make (force someone to do something)
she makes her daughter clean the room.
The devil made  me do it.

· After adjectives 
We are happy to see you here.
We were pleased to have you in our house.
They are sad to hear about his death.
             I am happy to help you.
             She was afraid to ask for help.
             She is  sorry to bother you.
             It will be easy to do.
             It is going to be hard to finish on time.

VERBS + GERUND (-ING)
· After certain verbs
Common verbs: avoid, can’t help, like, love, enjoy, prefer, don’t like, hate, can’t stand, (not) mind, keep, miss, practice, risk, suggest.
Example: I avoid eating meat, I don’t like it.
                 She misses taking walks in the morning.
                 Panchito can’t help loving her.
                     My grandparents have retired and enjoy not working.

· After prepositions
She’s good at painting.
There is no point in waiting.
In spite of missing the train, we arrived on time.
I forgive you for not telling the truth.
I talked him out of taking that job.
She accused the man of stealing.

· Go + gerund (activity/hobbies)
I went shopping last weekend.
She goes camping every year.
They go fishing together.















VERBS FOLLOWED BY EITHER GERUNG OR INFINITIVE CHANGE IN MEANING.
· A) Forget + infinitive ( look into the future)
     Don’t forget to buy milk.
      I forgot to meet him.
B) Forget + gerund  ( look back in the past) 
     I forgot meeting him.
     She always forgets cleaning the house. 

· A) Mean + infinitive ( intend to do something)
     He means to call you next week. Let’s wait.
      I meant to visit your mother but I didn’t have enough time.

B) Mean + gerund ( to say that something involves doing something else)
     This promotion means having more work to do.
      You didn’t do homework it means calling your mom. 

· A) Go on + infinitive  ( change of activity)
      He went on to explain  the new point of grammar.
       After English he will go on to learn French.

B) Go on + gerund ( keep doing something (continue)
      We went on speaking for 2 hours.
      We will go on learning English.

· A) Remember + infinitive  ( you think of something you need to do)
      She remembered to send a card to her mother.
      Please, remember to call me when you get home.
B) Remember + gerund ( have a memory of something)
      I remember going to the beach when I was a child.
      Do you remember closing the door?
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· A) Try + infinitive   ( to attempt doing something)
     I tried to open the window, but I couldn’t.
     I’ll try to carry the suitcase, but it looks too heavy for me. 

B) Try + gerund ( when you do something as an experiment)
     I tried drinking hot milk, but it didn’t work. 
      My friend told me to try drinking cough syrup. 

· A) Stop + infinitive ( stop something  in order to do something else)
     I stop to call you.
     She stopped in the middle of nowhere to have lunch.

B) Stop + gerund ( stop forever or stop for that moment)
     You should stop eating fast food, it’s not healthy.
      Panchito stopped smoking.. 


· A) Regret + Infinitive ( when we are giving someone bad news)
     I regret to tell you that we can’t hire you.

B) Regret + gerund    (when you are sorry about something you did)
     I regret going to bed so late, I’m really tired today.
