You must work hard in order to be rich. 
I’ll do my best in order to improve my English
I’ll save money in order to travel to Europe.
I’ll go to US in order to improve my English.
I’ll take this road in order to arrive earlier.
I’m saving money in order to buy a new car.




Modal Verbs   Certainty and Possibility
Must (not)  probable
Might/ may/ could  possible
Can’t/couldn’t  impossible

·  Modal + base form 
They must be tired.
She must work all day because she’s not at home.
He must not be tired because he’s dancing in the kitchen.
She might be at home by now.
It can’t be Panchito’s car.
· Modal + be +  v-ing  to express certainty or possibility about things happening now or around now or future.( suppositions or speculations )
She must be working because she doesn’t answer the door.
He may be sleeping.
He might not be waiting for you. 
In the Past 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Modal  + have + past  participle  to express certainty or possibility about past events.
I must have deleted the e-mail.
The plane could have been delayed by the weather.
We may have sent it to another teacher.
She may have walked in the morning.
