To talk about the sequence of events of a story.
Time expressions: yesterday, last (week, month, year, night), ago, the day before yesterday.
Auxiliary: did/didn’t     did you…. // did she…..////  you didn’t// she didn’t
Ex. (+) Panchito ate beans for breakfast.
      (-)  Panchito didn’t eat beans for breakfast.
      (?) Did Panchito eat beans for breakfast?
       Yes, he did // no, he didn’t.
( Wh) wh + auxiliary + subject + verb + complement ?   (object questions)
     Q=  What did Panchito eat for breakfast?
      A=  Panchito ate beans for breakfast.// beans// he ate beans.
      Q= Who ate beans for breakfast?  ( wh + verb + complemet? (subject qustion)
       A= Panchito.
       Q= When did Panchito eat beans?
       A= For breakfast.

· Present perfect
Use:-Recent actions or situations which started in the past but have a result in the present.
· Life experience (we don’t mention when it happened)
· Repeated actions 
Structure:  subject + have/has + past participle 
Time Expressions: since (with a point in the time), for(with a period of time), so far, recently, before, several(times), ever, yet(negative sentences, questions at the end of a sentence), already (positive sentences), lately, up to now.
(+) I have visited Rome several times.
(-) I haven’t visited Rome yet.
(?) Have you visited Rome yet?
Panchito has visited Rome several times.
He has already visited Rome.
I have worked very hard this week.
I have gone running before.
(+) I have already used my headphones in my computer.
· I haven’t used my headphones yet.
She hasn’t cleaned her house yet.
How long have you worked for Central Bank?
I have worked there since 2015.// I haven’t worked there since 2015.
I have worked there for 5 years.
We started  class at 8:00 am. So we’ve been here for three hours.

(+) I have to visit my grandma. (obligation)
(-) I don’t have to visit my grandma.
(?) Do you have to visit your grandma?  Yes, I do/ no, I don’t  
(+) I have 2 grandmas. (possession)
(-) I don’t have 2 grandmas.
(?) Do you have 2 grandmas? Yes, I do/ no, I don’t 
(+) I have visited my grandma twice this week. (auxiliary)
(-) I haven’t visited my grandma this week.
(?) Have you visited your grandma this week? Yes, I have/no, I haven’t 
We have been here for 41 minutes.
We have been here since 5 o’clock.
I have had a dog since 2010.
I haven’t had dinner yet.
We have taken the English class since 5 o´clock.
