CONDITIONAL SENTENCES
VOCABULARY
UNLESS: EXCEPT IF/ IF NOT
AS LONG AS: ON CONDITION THAT (SYNONYM OF IF)
EVEN IF: IT DOESN’T MATTER WHETHER

ZERO CONDITIONAL
USE: TO TALK ABOUT FACTS THAT ARE GENERALLY TRUE.
STRUCTURE:         SIMPLE PRESENT                     SIMPLE PRESENT
                                  IF CLAUSE                                RESULT CLAUSE
IF YOU HEAT WATER TO 100 DEGREES, IT BOILS.

1ST CONDITIONAL
USE: TO TALK ABOUT A POSSIBLE FUTURE ACTION OR SITUATION.
          TO TALK ABOUT THINGS THAT ARE GENERALLY TRUE.
STRUCTURE:         SIMPLE PRESENT                     WILL/WON’T + BASE FORM
                                  IF CLAUSE                                      RESULT CLAUSE
IF YOU COME TOMORROW, WE’LL GO TO THE MALL.
WE’LL GO TO THE MALL IF YOU COME TOMORROW.
“usually”, “would”, "used to" , "be used to" , "get used to" 
Usually + simple present 
Use: to talk about present habits
We usually have dinner with my parents on Sundays.
Do you usually go out on Saturday night?
Would + base form
Use: to talk about past habits. 
We would go shopping every Saturday  
used to + base form
"used to" can be used to express past habit (past states, past repeated actions).
I used to be a painter (state)
I used to walk to school.
I didn't use to walk to school.
Did you use to walk to school?



be used to + noun /  be used to + v-ing
We use the verb "to be" together with "used to" to express that we are accustomed to something. 
I am used to exercising every day.
I am not used to exercising every day.
Are you used to exercising every day?
I am used to my cell phone.



Be +get(ting) used to + noun / Be +get(ting) used to + v-ing
We use the verb "get" together with "used to" to express that we are becoming accustomed to something. 
I am getting used to waking up early.
I am not getting used to waking up early.
Are you getting used to waking up early?
NOTE:
"be used to" and "get used to" are used with the gerund (the -ing form of the verb) while "used to" is used with the base form (the basic form of the verb).
I used to walk.
I am used to walking.
I have to get used to walking.

TIME LINKERS   (when, until, while, as soon as, before, after)
Words and phrases that indicate time, help our listeners to understand exactly when things happened, happen, or will happen in our life! 
AS SOON AS= happens immediately after something else happened
Please let the dog out as soon as you get home.

As soon as she lost ten pounds, she bought a new dress.

As soon as he earned his diploma, he got a good job.

We're moving to Arizona as soon as we sell our house.

Could you ask her to return my call as soon as possible?
As soon as I heard that you need help, I came here to talk to you.
WHILE = happens at the same time as another action
Please note them down while I am writing the sentences on the board.
UNTIL = continues up to that point and then stops
Sue will be away until Tuesday.
I will stay here until you tell me the truth.
