I WISH YOU DIDN’T LIVE SO FAR AWAY.
I WISH I KNEW WHAT TO DO.
· WISH/IF ONLY + PAST PERFECT (PAST REGRET) 
I WISH I HADNT EATEN ALL THAT CHOCOLATE. I FEEL SICK.
IF ONLY I HAD KNOWN YOU WERE COMING.
· WISH/IF ONLY + NOUN/PRONOUN + WOULD+ BASE FORM :  TO EXPRESS A WISH FOR SOMEONE TO DO SOMETHING DIFFERENTLY IN THE PRESENT OR  FUTURE. (THINGS WE CAN’T CHANGE)
