CONDITIONAL SENTENCES
Zero conditional
Use: for facts that are generally true and do not change.
          It refers to a general situation that always happens if a condition is met.
Structure: simple present , simple present 
            If clause (condition)    main clause (result)
Ex. If you leave ice in the sun, it melts.
       Ice melts if you leave it in the sun.
       If it rains, the trees get wet.
       The trees get wet if it rains.
       If you freeze water, it turns into ice.
       Water turns into ice if you freeze it.
        What happens if you don’t take breakfast?
      If I don’t take breakfast, I’m hungry at 8:00 am.
     I’m hungry at 8:00 am If I don’t take breakfast.

First conditional
Use: We use it to talk about a possible future event(result)
Structure: simple present , future +will/won’t 
                        If clause            main clause (result)
Ex. If you come tomorrow, we will go to the park.
      We’ll go to the park if you come tomorrow.
      If I have enough money, I’ll buy a new car.
      I’ll buy a new car if I have enough money.
       If I see him, I’ll tell him you miss him a lot.
We’ll go to the park if my mom comes early.

Second conditional (present unreal)
Use: To talk about imagine present of future situations that are impossible or improbable to happen. (hypothetical situation)
Structure: simple past , would/could/may/might + base form
                        If clause                   main clause (result)
Ex. If I won the lotto, I would buy a huge house.
       I would buy a huge house if I won the lotto.
       What would you do if you were a butterfly?
        I could fly if I was/were a butterfly.
I could clean my house if I had time.
I could play all day long if I had a day off.
I would play all day long if I didn’t have to work.
If I were/was you, I would review the conditional sentences.
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Third conditional  (past unreal)
Use: it refers to an impossible condition in the past and its probable result in the past.
Structure: past perfect, would/could/may/might + have+ pp
                        If clause                   main clause (result)
Past perfect: had + past participle.
If I had studied, I would have gotten a better grade.
I would have gotten a better grade If I had studied.
If I had gone to the party, I could have had fun.
If I hadn’t gone to the party, I wouldn’t have gotten the virus.
If I had visited my mom, she might have made lunch for us.
What would you have done if you had known about the pandemic?
If I had known about the pandemic, I would have traveled to USA.
