PAST PERFECT
Use: To show that an action happened before something else in the past. It’s commonly used when narrating. Don’t use the past perfect when you’re not trying to convey some sequence of events.
Structure: had + past participle   ( I had, you had, she had…)
Had not hadn’t

          Study          move           now
· Positive : I  had studied English before I moved to New York.
· Question: Had you studied English before you moved to New York?
· Negative: You had not studied English before you moved to New York.
1. He/ go out  (past perfect)
2. I / arrive (simple past)
He had gone out when I arrived in the office.
When I arrived in the office, he had gone out.
1. I/ save my documents
2. the computer/ crash
I had saved my documents before the computer crashed.
Before the computer crashed, I had saved my documents.


1. the class/ start
2. Raul/arrive
The class had already started when Raul arrived.
When Raul arrived, the class had already stated.
1. don’t sleep well
2. be tired
I was very tired because I hadn’t slept well.
Because I hadn’t slept well, I was very tired.
1. don’t go to the meeting
2. I don’t know about the project.
Because I hadn’t gone to the meeting, I didn’t know about the project.
I got sick because I had eaten 4 nacatamales.
1. study hard 
2. get good grades.
I had studied hard so I got good grades.
1. meet Panchito
2. have a party
I had already met Panchito when I had the party.
