RELATIVE CLAUSES
USE: TO GIVE MORE INFORMATION ABOUT A NOUN IN THE MAIN CLAUSE OF THE SENTENCE.
[image: Image result for relative pronouns list]
Subject Pronoun or Object Pronoun? 
Who, which, that are used for subject and object pronouns. You can, however, distinguish them as follows:
If the relative pronoun is followed by a verb, the relative pronoun is a subject pronoun. Subject pronouns must always be used.
The apple which is lying on the table
If the relative pronoun is not followed by a verb (but by a noun or pronoun), the relative pronoun is an object pronoun. Object pronouns can be dropped in defining relative clauses.
The apple (which) George put on the table
Defining Relative Clauses 
Defining relative clauses give extra information which is essential ( the meaning of the main clause is unclear without it). Defining relative clauses are not put in commas.
A seaman is someone who works on a ship.
The boy (who/whom) we met yesterday is very nice.

Non-Defining Relative Clauses 
Non-defining relative clauses give extra information but it is not essential ( the meaning is clear without it). Non-defining relative clauses are put in commas.
Do you know that  girl, who is talking to Panchito?
Note: In non-defining relative clauses, who/which may not be replaced with that.
Jim, who/whom we met yesterday, is very nice.
How to Shorten Relative Clauses? 
Relative clauses with who, which, that as subject pronoun can be replaced with a participle. This makes the sentence shorter and easier to understand.
IF THE VERB IN THE RELATIVE CLAUSE IS IN THE ACTIVE WE USE THE PRESENT PARTICIPLE (V-ING)
The girl who sits next to Peter is my neighbor’s daughter.
The girl sitting next to Peter is my neighbor’s daughter.
Who is the girl who is sitting next to your brother?
Who is the girl sitting next to your brother?
A girl who works at a pub has won a lottery.
A girl working at a pub has won a lottery.
The lady who lives next door throws numerous parties.
The lady living next door throws numerous parties.
IF THE VERB IN THE RELATIVE CLAUSE IS IN THE PASSIVE (be + past participle) , WE USE THE PAST PARTICIPLE

Yesterday I read a book written by Hemingway.
Most people who were invited to the party didn’t turn up.
Most people invited to the party didn’t turn up.

FOCUSING ADVERBS                                  
USE: to emphasize a particular piece of information.
Only /just: focus on one particular thing. They always come directly before the word they are emphasizing.
· BEFORE THE SUBJECT    (WHOSE PHONE?)
Only my phone can make calls to family in this area. 
· BEFORE THE MAIN VERB      (WHAT FUNCTION?)
My phone can only make calls to family in this area. (one function)
· BEFORE THE OBJECT   (DO WHAT?)
My phone can make only calls to family in this area. (not texts)
· BEFORE AN INDIRECT OBJECT    (TO WHOM?)
My phone can make calls only to family in this area. (not friends)
· BEFORE A PREPOSITIONAL PHRASE     (WHERE?)
My phone can make calls to family only in this area. (not long distance)
We are only going for two days.
Only David may borrow the car.
She is not just beautiful. She’s so smart. (more than one thing is true)
She has just arrived. (something happened recently)
It’s just a spider. Don’t worry.   (simply)
Even: to show that we think something is unusual or surprising.
He didn’t even have enough money to pay the rent.
Even a five-year-old can see that these figures don’t add up.
It’s not usually too busy. Not even at weekends

Too/also/ as well: to emphasize an additional piece of information in a sentence.
Sentence + too  She not only sings; she plays the piano too
Sentence + as well  We have meetings on Sundays as well.
Also + sentence  Also Panchito helped me to buy the house.
Also + main verb   He also sang ‘Happy Birthday’.
Be + also  He is my Dad, but he is also my friend.
Auxiliary verb + also+ main verb
They can also work late.    She is also going to La Ceiba.



Causatives:
· Have ( give someone else the responsibility to do something)
           Get (convince /Encourage Someone To Do Something)

USE:  to talk about something that someone else did for us or for another person. Maybe they paid, or asked, or persuaded the other person to do it
HAVE /GET+SOMETHING+ PAST PARTICIPLE 
USE: To explain that we asked someone to do something for us (service) but we don’t say who. We often pay for the work. 
I will have  my car repaired.
He got his washing machine fixed. 
I’m going to have my hair cut tomorrow.
We’re having our house painted this weekend.
My washing machine is broken; I need to have it repaired.



· GET + SOMEONE + INFINITIVE
· HAVE + SOMEONE + BASE FORM
 To explain that we asked someone to do something for us (service) we  say who does it. 
She gets her son to do his homework by promising him ice cream when he's finished.
How can we get all the employees to arrive on time?

My husband hates housework; I can never get him to wash the dishes!

I was nervous about eating sushi, but my brother got me to try it at a Japanese restaurant.

The non-profit got a professional photographer to take photos at the event for free.


  I have the cleaner  clean under the cupboards.
I’ll have my assistant call you to reschedule the appointment.

The businessman had his secretary make copies of the report.


· LET = PERMIT SOMETHING TO HAPPEN

LET + PERSON/THING + VERB (base form)
I don’t let my kids watch violent movies.
Mary’s father won’t let her adopt a puppy because he’s allergic to dogs.
Our boss doesn’t let us eat lunch at our desks; we have to eat in the cafeteria.
Oops! I wasn’t paying attention while cooking, and I let the food burn.


· MAKE = FORCE OR REQUIRE SOMEONE TO TAKE AN ACTION

MAKE + PERSON + VERB (base form)

After Billy broke the neighbor’s window, his parents made him pay for it.
The teacher made all the students rewrite their papers, because the first drafts were not acceptable.

·  HELP = ASSIST SOMEONE IN DOING SOMETHING

HELP + PERSON + VERB (base form)
HELP + PERSON + TO + VERB
After “help,” you can use “to” or not – both ways are correct. In general, the form without “to” is more common:
He helped me carry the boxes.
He helped me to carry the boxes.
Reading before bed helps me relax.
Reading before bed helps me to relax.
