Structure: subject + have/has + past participle + complement. 
Have they, you, we, I 
Has  she , he, it 
Use: 
· Recent action or situation which started in the past that has an effect on the present.
We have taken English classes since last week.
We have been here for an hour.
·  Life experience (we don’t mention when it happened)
Panchito  has traveled to different countries.
Dana has met many people from other countries.
·  Repeated action.
Panchito has traveled to San Pedro Sula three times this week.
Panchito has worked late several times this month.

Time expressions: already, yet, just, since, so far, recently, for, before, several(time), up to now, lately, ever.
For + a period of time  For a couple of days, for 3 months, for 2 years. 
Anacleta has worked for the same company for 3 years.
Since + a point in time   since yesterday morning, since I was a child, since last week….
Anacleta has worked for the same company since 2019.
I haven’t eaten since yesterday. 
I  have had the same car since last year.
Just and already  go between the auxiliary have and the past participle
I have already done my homework. 
She has just finished her report. 
Yet  in negative sentences and questions and goes at the end of a sentence
I have met a lot of important people. (already)
(+) I have already met a lot of important people.
(-) I haven’t met a lot of important people yet.
(?) have you met a lot important people yet? 
I haven’t traveled much lately. (yet)
I haven’t traveled much yet.
Have you been to Paris yet?
Has she cooked dinner recently?
I haven’t seen him since last year.
Panchito has lived there since he was a child. 



HAVE…. Verb or auxiliary???
· I have three dogs.  (possession)
I don’t have three dogs.
Do you have three dogs?  Yes, I do.
· I have to wash three dogs. (obligation )
I don’t have to wash 3 dogs.
Do you have to wash 3 dogs?   Yes, I do
· I have had three dogs .  (auxiliary)
I haven’t had 3 dogs.

Use: To talk about finished actions in the past (specific time in the past)
         To talk about the sequence of the main events in a story.
         To talk about someone’s life when they are dead.
Auxiliary: did/ didn’t

I didn’t do my homework last weekend.// I didn’t go to the supermarket ….
