COMPARATIVE MODIFIERS
· SMALL DIFFERENCE   a bit or a little
Panchito is a bit taller than Juanito.
Panchito is a little taller than Juanito.
Carol is a little bit happier than Erika.

· BIG DIFFERENCE  much or a lot 
Panchito is a lot taller than Juanito.
I live much farther than Panchito does.
Rusia is a lot larger than Honduras. 
My brother is a lot younger than me.
Anacleta is much more beautiful than Pancracia.
English is much easier than Spanish.



AS + ADJECTIVE/ADVERB + AS  TO MAKE COMPARISON WHEN THINGS WE’RE COMPARING ARE EQUAL IN SOME WAY.

The weather this summer is as bad as last year.
Panchito is as tall as Pancracia.
Panchito is as funny as Anacleta.
Comayagua is as hot as Choluteca.
He plays as well as Panchito.


NOT AS + ADJECTIVE/ ADVERB + AS  ( THINGS WHICH AREN’T EQUAL)
