Grammar: verbs + infinive (to + verb) or gerund (v-ing)
Use: verbs for likes and dislikes (eg. Like, love, enjoy, hate, can’t stand(detest),  look forward to) are often followed by –ing.
Verbs expressing hopes, intentions, and decisions (eg. Decide, hope, intend, plan, prepare, want) are often followed by to + infinitive.
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:::::::::::Verbs followed by infinitive:::::::::::
· Verb + someone + infinitive
Common verbs: allow, ask, expect, force, help, invite, like, need, remind, teach, tell, want, would like, encourage.

· Verb + object + base form 
Verbs: feel, hear, notice, see, watch.

She feels the rain fall on her face.
He watched the thieves steal a car. 
Panchito noticed the boy climb the tree.
Maria saw the performers of the play come to the theater.    
·  Let /make (force)+ object + base form
I made my brother clean the room.
The devil made me do it.
I made my sister cook dinner.// I made Oscar write the report.
She makes her sister bake cakes.
· Adjective + infinitive ( to express feelings or reactions)

We are happy to see you here. //  I’m excited to go there.
They were sad to hear about his death. 
You’re clever to stop working there, they didn’t pay you enough.
How is it possible to be this tired?  ufff

::::::::::::::: verbs followed by gerund (-ing)::::::::::::::

· Common verbs 
Avoid, can’t help, like, love, enjoy, prefer, don’t like, hate, can’t stand, (don’t) mind, keep, miss, practice, risk, suggest.

I avoid going to the dentist. 
I miss taking walks in the morning.// I miss not taking ……..
I can’t help falling in love with you.
I can’t stand smelling Chinese food. It makes me feel sick.
I enjoy not swimming in the pool.

· After prepositions
She’s good at painting. // bad at
There’s no point in waiting.
In spite of missing the train we arrived on time.
She talked him out of taking that job. (talk (someone)out)
I forgive you for not telling the truth.

· After go + outdoor activities
I go shopping every month.// I’m going shopping.
She went fishing last weekend.
He’s gone camping.

Verbs followed by either gerunds or infinitives (change in meaning)

· Forget + infinitive  look into the future ("to forget that you need to do something.")
She forgot to pay the rent this month. 
Don’t forget to buy milk.
They forgot to meet him, so he got angry.
Forget + gerund  look back in the past.("to forget that you have done something." )
I forgot meeting him. ( I met him)
I forgot to meet him. ( I didn’t meet him) 
She forgot reading the book when she was a child.

· Mean + infinitive  intend to do something 
He means to call you next week.
I mean to finish this job by the end of this week.
I didn’t mean to hurt you.

Mean + gerund to say that something involves doing something else.
Buying this jacket now means not buying another until next year.
If you take that job it will mean traveling for two hours every day.


· Go on + infinitivechange of activity ( or to follow with the next stage)
After introducing his proposal, he went on to explain the benefits for the employees.  
He’ll go on to take French classes.

Go on + gerund keep doing something (continue)
We went on speaking for two hours.
I can’t go on working like this. I’m exhausted.

·  Regret + infinitive feel sorry about something you’re about to say
I regret to inform you that your cat has passed away.

Regret + gerund  feel sorry about something you did.
I regret telling you my secret. 
You’ll regret not finishing university.

· Remember + infinitive remember to do something.
She remembered to visit her friend when she was in her hometown.
Remember to call me tonight.
Remember + gerund memories of an earlier event
He remembers visiting his gandma when he was a child.
I still remember being nervous on my first day of school.

· Stop + infinitive  finish an action in order to do another action
We stopped to rest for a few minutes. 

Stop + gerund  finish doing an action.
She stopped smoking. 

· Try + infinitive attempt a difficult action
I tried to open the window but I couldn’t.
She tried to climb the tree. 
Try not to wake up the baby when you get up tomorrow at 5 am

Try + gerund to experiment with different methods.
She has a bad cold so she tried drinking hot milk but it didn’t work.

Some verbs can be foliowed either infinicive or gerund
‘BUT with Changes of meaning.
The most used are:
« Forget s Infinitive: 1o Fall €0 o Seh.
Forget + gerund: €0 do sth. and not recall it.

Need + infinicive: t0 have ©0 o sth.
Need + gerund: somebody has o o it (impersonal)

‘hate, love, prefer, like, not bear
