Infinitive ( to + verb)
A.  use infinitive after certain verbs such as;
agree:  tom agreed to help me.
Choose: I chose to work here for you.
Decide: we decided to leave now.
Expect: they expect to arrive early.
Hope: I hope to begin college this year.
Intend, plan, I’d like, promise, etc.
B. after adjectives ( to express feelings about something)
I’m so happy to see you.
It’s difficult to speak Chinese.
I’m lucky to have you as a friend.
C. infinitive of purpose ( to explain purpose)
Why do you take a shower?
Because a want to be clean.
What do you use your cell phone for?
To make phone calls.
To be in touch with my family and friends. , etc
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FUTURE
There are different ways to express future:
1. be + going to + verb
Use:  a)* plan or future intention.
Ex. I am going to visit my family next year.
      I’m not going to visit my family next year.
      Are you going to visit your family next year?
      When are you going to visit your family?
b) *Predictions based on strong evidence.
Look at those dark clouds!! It’s going to rain.
2. will ( will + not = won’t)
Use: a) spontaneous decisions. Ex. I will go to the mall after class. 
        b) Voluntary actions. Ex. I will help you.
        c) predictions ( maybe, perhaps, probably)
             Maybe it will be rain later.
        d) promise.  Ex. I will love you for ever. 
 + She will be there for you.
_   She won’t be there for you.
?   Will she be there for you?
3. Present continuous   ( be + verb-ing)
Use: arrangement with other people at a certain time in the future. (near future)
Ex. I’m working late tonight. ( my boss told me to)
