Unit 7
GRAMMAR: Past habit – used to/would/simple past
When we talk about things that happened in the past but don’t happen anymore we can do it in different ways. (used to’ is only for past states/actions that don’t happen now – we can’t use it for things that still happen now.) 

(frequency adverb) +Used to + base form
· Panchito used to live in El chichicaste  when he was a kid.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]There didn’t use to be a bridge here. When was it built?
· They always used to eat nacatamales for dinner….
We can use used to to talk about past states ….
· I used to go swimming every Friday when I was at school.
· Anacleta  used to smoke but she gave up a few years ago.

Would (frequency adverb)+ base form 
We can use ‘would’ to talk about repeated past actions. (not states)
· Every Saturday I would go on a long bike ride.
· My teachers would always say “Sit down and shut up!”



 Simple Past 
We can use the simple past in the same way as ‘used to’( not with actions that lasted a short period of time)   and ‘would’ to talk about repeated past action
Check these sentences: 
· We went/used to go/would go to the same beach every summer. repeated action
· I had/used to have a dog called Charlie.   state
· I went to Egypt in 1988.  happened only once
However, if something happened only once we can’t use ‘used to’ or ‘would’ – we must use the simple past.









Comparatives adverbs 
1. More/less + adverb (than)
· Trains go more slowly than planes.
· Planes go less slowly than trains.
· Do cities grow more quickly nowadays?
· He hit the ball more powerfully than his competitor.

2. (not) as + Adverb + as 
Panchito can eat as fast as Pancracia.
She is as tall as her sister.
This class is as good as the other one.


Comparative patterns 
Use: to say that a situation is changing

Comparative (Adjective or adverb)  + and + Comparative (adjective or adverb)  to tell a situation is changing.
Anacleta is getting older and older.
 Cellphones are more and more expensive lately.
You’re getting better and better.

                       

More + more + noun                           
More and more dogs are been abandoned.
More and more people buy cellphones.
More and more people are coming to the school.


     The + comparative + clause, + the + comparative + clause  2 things change at the same time

The more we saw, the less we could believe.
The larger the paycheck, the greater the purchase.
The older I get, the more I understand.
The more Panchito learns, the less he knows.
The more fast food you eat, the less healthy you are.
The stronger, the better.
The higher they rise, the more they earn. 
The more you give, the more you receive.
