Use: 
· After certain verbs

She is asking them to be quiet.
I have planned to study tomorrow. 
She seems to be tired.
She seems not to be tired.








· After adjectives

· Present perfect simple subject + have/has + past participle of the verb+ complement
(completion and result)

Use: The action is completed (in the past but we don’t say when) and the result is that the speaker has these experiences now, in the present.
Time expressions: so far, since, for, already, yet, recently, before, still, lately, up to now, ever, never, several times.

I have traveled out of the country several times.
I havent traveled out of the ……….
I have lived in this house for a long time.
She hasn’t  eaten fish since last month.
I have already done my homework. / I havent done my homework yet.
Have you done your homework yet? 
They haven’t received their bonus yet.
I have to travel out of the country.
I don’t have to travel out of the country.

· Present perfect continuous  subject+ have/has+ been+ v-ing+ complement
(duration or repetition)

Past                                                                                now 

Use: The activity has duration and happened in the recent past (it may or may not be completed) 
I’ve been working here for 11 years.  (duration) 
We have been studying for 2 hours.
We’ve been listening to the teacher since 5 pm.
How long have you been waiting for me?
I’ve been waiting for you for 3 hours.

Repeated actitivties that started  in the past and continue to now.
I’ve been going to the church a lot. (repeated)
They’ve been learning English recently.
I’ve been working a lot.
I’ve been eating a lot these weeks.


Note: we don’t usually use stative verbs in the continuous tense. (ex. Be, like, know, have (possession) ) 
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After these adjectives , we use the infinitive forms of the verbs
