GRAMMAR : VERBS FOLLOWED BY INFINITIVES OR GERUNDS. 

GERUNDS (v-ing)
Use: 
· As subject 
Reading helps you learn new vocabulary.
Cooking is not my hobby.
Breaking up a relationship is never easy.
· After certain verbs:
 enjoy  He enjoys (not) working at night. 
Avoid  He avoided talking to her.
Can’t help  She can’t help falling in love with him.
Dislike  She dislikes working after 5pm.
(don’t) mind  Do you mind waiting here for a few minutes?
         Can’t stand  I can’t stand not seeing you.
· After prepositions
I apologized for not paying the bill.
I always dream about going on holidays.
He doesn’t like her way of thinking.
I’ll call you after arriving.
· After go + certain activities 
Go/went/gone boating ( bungee jumping, camping, hiking, shopping, sailing, surfing, etc)


INFINITIVES (to + verb)
Use:
· After certain verbs
Agree  Panchito agreed to help me.
Choose  I choose to help them.
Decide  we decided (not) to go to La Ceiba.
Expect  They expect to arrive early.
Hope  she hopes to begin college this year.
· After many adjectives ( to express feelings about something)
I’m so happy to see you.
It’s difficult to get up early.
 ( eager,, sad, lucky, pleased, glad, etc)
· To show purpose
I came here to study English.
 
Verbs followed by both the infinitive and gerund (no difference in meaning)
Begin, continue, hate, like, love prefer, start.


NOTE: 
*VERBS FOR LIKES AND DISLIKES (eg, like, love, enjoy, hate, can’t stand, look forward to) are often followed by –ing.
She enjoys swimming in the sea. 
*Verbs expressing hopes, intentions, and decisions (eg. Decide, hope, intend, plan, prepare, want) are often followed by infinitive.
Panchito hopes not to travel on holidays.



PRESENT PERFECT
Structure: have/has + past participle
Use: * Recent actions or situations which started in the past. (result)
         * state that started in the past and continue to the present.
        * Life experience (we don’t mention when it happened)
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Before, several, never, ever, already, yet, lately, before, so far, since, for, recently.
I have been here for 2 hours.
We have traveled to many places so far.
Panchito has already finished homework.
Anacleta has never cleaned her room!
They have visited Rome several times.
Have you ever eaten snake?

PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS
Structure: have/has + been + v-ing
Use: * To talk about long actions in the past that have an effect on the present.
         *To emphasize the duration of an action. ( How Long)
I have been writing for 2 hours… (I’m so tired)
How long have you been sitting there?
Sandra has been cooking since last night.
