Passive voice
Structure: subject + be + past participle of the verb + complement + (by + agent)
Use: When we don’t know or don’t want to express who performed the action.
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Simple present   am/is/are + pp
Panchito cleans Astrid’s house. (active voice)
Astrid’s house is cleaned by Panchito.   (passive voice)
Mary takes care of children.   (active voice)
Children are taken care by Mary. (passive voice)
Present continuous  am/is/are + being + pp
Panchito is cleaning houses. (active)
Houses are being cleaned by Panchito. (passive)


Simple past  was/were + pp
Anacleta built a beautiful house. (active voice)
A beautiful house was built by Anacleta.  (passive)
Past continuous was/were + being + pp
Anacleta was building a beautiful house. (active)
A beautiful house was being built by Anacleta. (passive)
Present perfect  have/has+ been + pp
Anacleta has built a beautiful house. (active)
A beautiful house has been built by Anacleta. (passive)
Future  will + be + pp
Anacleta will build a house. (active)
A house will be built by Anacleta. (passive)
· Is/am/are + going to + be + pp
Anacleta is going to build a house (active)
A house is going to be built by Anacleta. (passice)
Modal  modal + be+ pp
Panchito should make a cake. (active)
A cake should be made by Panchito.

Carlos will drive a new car this year.
A new car will be driven by Carlos this year.
