Adverbs of frequency
Always, sometimes, usually, rarely, never, …..
1. subject + be + adverb of frequency
Panchito is always cranky.
My mother is usually angry when I don’t clean the house.
Subject + Be + adverb +  adjective  My brother  is always hungry.
………………………. + place  I’m always at home.
………………………. + event  I’m rarely at concerts.
………………………  + v-ing  she’s always cooking eggs for breakfast.


2. subject + adverb of frequency + verb
Anacleta usually goes to the supermarket.
My brother never goes to the gym.
Pancracia sometimes takes the bus.
My sister always takes a nap in the afternoon.

They don’t usually take a shower. 
Sofia doesn’t usually drive to work.
We don’t sometimes clean house.

Do they always have breakfast?      Yes they do.

SUBJECT + BE + V-ING

Use: * Temporary situations
I’m living in San Pedro Sula at the moment.
· Actions taking place at the moment of speaking.
I’m explaining grammar right now.
She’s traveling to La Ceiba.
· Temporary habits / changing situations.
Panchito is eating a lot these day.
They are working on the road these days.
Smarphones are getting more cameras. 
· Annoying habits
She is always complaining about cleaning the room.
She’s always speaking with her boyfriend on the phone.
· Definite future plans
I’m meeting my friends tomorrow. 
I’m going to the movies on Saturday night.
I’m traveling to Siguatepeque on the weekend.

Panchito works with Anacleta twice a week.
Question word + auxiliary (modal) + subject + main verb
Q: Who does Panchito work with?  ( object question)
A: With Anacleta 
Question word + main verb ( auxiliary)
Q: Who works with Anacleta twice a week?  (subject question)
A: Panchito

Panchito has built a beautiful house.
Q: Who has built a beautiful house?
A: Panchito




_ Verbs usually used with the present simple:
cost      This bike costs L.200.
like       Anna likes rap music.
know    Do you know the answer?
understand I don’t understand this.
believe Do you believe me?

_ Some verbs have one meaning in the simple form, but a different meaning in the continuous form.
Do you have a bike? = Do you own a bike?            (in general)
I’m having a great time! = It’s a great party!            (at the moment)
I think this film is great! = I like this film a lot.           (in general)
Quiet! I’m thinking. = I’m doing a difficult exercise. (at the momento)
