Are you tired of going to crowded tourist destinations when you go on vacation? Do you prefer to get away from other tourists? Well, Moldova could be the place to go. Visited by fewer than 150,000 tourists each year, it is the least visited country in Europe. Moldova is mostly famous for its monasteries.
